And the Loro brought us out of Egypt with a mighty hand
and an outstretched arm, with great deeds of terror, with signs and
wonders. And he brought us into this place and gave us this land, a
land flowing with milk and honey. And behold, now I bring the first of
the fruit of the ground, which you, O Loro, have given me.” And you
shall set it down before the Loro your God and worship before the Lorp
your God. And you shall rejoice in all the good that the Loro your God
has given to you and to your house, you, and the Levite, and the
sojourner who

1S among you.

The New Testament Lesson Romans 10:5-13
For Moses writes about the righteousness that is based on the law, that
the person who does the commandments shall live by them. But the
righteousness based on faith says, “Do not say in your heart, “‘Who will
ascend into heaven?’” (that is, to bring Christ down) “or “Who will
descend into the abyss?’” (that is, to bring Christ up from the dead). But
what does it say? “The word is near you, in your mouth and in your
heart” (that is, the word of faith that we proclaim); because, if you
confess with your mouth that Jesus is Lord and believe in your heart
that God raised him from the dead, you will be saved. For with the
heart one believes and is justified, and with the mouth one confesses
and is saved. For the Scripture says, “Everyone who believes in him will
not be put to shame.” For there is no distinction between Jew and
Greek; for the same Lord is Lord of all, bestowing his riches on all who
call on him. For “everyone who calls on the name of the Lord will be
saved.”
